Riparian Owners

If a property is adjacent to,or borders a watercourse, or a watercourse runs through land privately
owned, the owner of that property is known as a riparian owner. As a riparian owner, one assumes
both rights and responsibilities upheld by legislation, laws and byelaws which govern activities
within 8 metres from either bank, above or below the watercourse. Detailed information is set out in
a booklet published by the Environment Agency (EA)called ‘Living on the edge’ which can be
downloaded free of charge, or see https://www.gov.uk/guidance/owning-a-watercourse. Failing to
abide by the contained in this booklet and web site could lead to legal action being taken against
the riparian owner

The EA expectations are summarised below:

Riparian Owners should enable unimpeded flow of water through their property by
e ensuring vegetation and trees are kept under control (particularly highly invasive species
Himalayan Balsam, Giant Hogweed, Ragwort, Fools water-cress, Common Reed, Willow
herb)
e maintaining existing trees, and not allowing new trees or shrubs on the banks without
permission from EA,
not allowing branches or other debris to obstruct the watercourse
not allowing object matter, vegetation, fallen branches to drift along the watercourse;
accepting flood flows through your land;
keeping banks, culverts, trash screens/traps etc. clear of debiris;
maintain the quality and quantity of water flowing onwards

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1B — Local flood volunteers

Volunteers should be registered on the Environment Agency’s Flood Line Warnings Direct service so they receive the advance flood alerts. It is best to have volunteers
who are not riparian owners as they may be distracted by their own issues. Volunteers must not put their own safety at risk.

Flood volunteers have no statutory responsibility; they are simply community helpers that are attached a particularly area of the watercourse. They will, help with flood
warning dissemination; have access to appropriate signs which will be deployed as necessary; liaise with the Parish Council, monitor blockages within the river system
and provide information where required; provide help and advice where needed; help to provide assistance to vulnerable people where possible.
